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Incoming 7th GRADE SUMMER READING PROJECT

(To be completed by students entering seventh grade in September 2010)
INSRUCTIONS: Read a chapter book/novel and complete the following assignments. You will complete three assignments for the book you have read.

· Include title, author, date you began reading and date you finished reading,

1. Choose and complete one of the following activities for your novel:

· Find at least 20 new vocabulary words and use them in sentences or paragraphs.

· Find 15 new words and make a crossword puzzle with them.  Include clues. Put the answers on the back.

· Find at least 20 new vocabulary words. Make a mini dictionary with them putting them in alphabetical order and writing a definition for each one.  Indicate whether they are nouns, adjectives, verbs or adverbs.

2. Choose and complete one of the following activities for your novel:

· Make a plot chain including at least 15 main events.

· Make a Venn diagram comparing and contrasting two main characters in the book.

· List adjectives to describe at least 3 main characters (at least 5 adjectives for each one), and give quotations from the book to illustrate them. Don’t forget to include page numbers.

· Write an interview with the main character. Include at least 15 questions and their thoughtful answers.

3. The final activity will be to write a one paragraph review of the novel you have chosen to read. The review should include a rating out of five (for example 4 out of 5 stars, smiley faces, or thumbs up) and an explanation about why you gave it that rating. Be prepared to talk about your book, and why you did or did not like it, during the first week of school.
